responders who have taken an oath to protect and preserve life must provide life saving measures to the
most depraved offender who received inpries while viciously taking the life of another. They cannot turn
their eyes away from the victims who are bleeding out all over them while they try to suppress multiple
wounds. They cannot block their ears from hearing the final sounds of the victim gasping for their last
breaths of air. These traumatic crimes, domestics, robberies, senal assaults especilly against children
are the GIGO that affects the soul of every First &ponder and Specialied Unit officer who engages in
these investigations. ¥\tannot avoid the intangible outlaw - the residue of seeing and hearing, tasting
and touching, and feelingthe situations that take residence in our soul. Police Services across Canada
recognig the importance of providing education and resources to First 8ponders to assist in dealing
with the outlaw in our soul, and I applaud them. Psychologists, psychiatitis Peer Support and Employee
¥lness Teams are invaluable. However, there remains one area that is constantly overlooked, that is,
the spirit.

Chaplaincy was a concept first introduced to soldiers in recognition that war produced more than pst
physical wounds. Military Generals acknowledged that soldiers who held on to hope in the face of the
most grievous and overwhelming situations were the ones who persevered against all odds, facing fears
and overcoming them. Padres were the military chaplains whae task was to encourage, support, and
bring hope to the spirit of each soldier. Their role was to comfort and offer prayer and conduct Sunday
services sharing inspirational messages to those who acknowledged the benefit of living a strong spiritual
life. Padres were called upon to provide services of godly counsel in life and in death providing for the
spiritual needs for soldiers of all faith and no faith backgrounds. As a mosaic of cultures enveloped a
geographical location, the presence of multiple fait backgrounds increased; thus, diversifying a region
through people of different spiritual needs. The most important factor in the midst of this diversification
is the acknowledgement through chaplaincy that spiritual wellness is an important component &
person s overall wellness which is not only limited to providing wellness for the body and soul. As a

Many
expressed their frustrations with lawlessness and having no support
while trying to keep the streets safe. Too many officershave been
slain in the line of dutyfla very sad occurrence that has become too
common. During my discourse with the officers many reliested
prayers.

More support is needed to keep citizens safe in their communities

The catch and release program has not helped for many reasons. It
has created an atmosphere of criminal recidivism because there are
no conseBences. These factors of lawlessness are prompting a
climate of hopelessness, discouragement, anxiety and stress.This

prompted me to write this article as a reminder to all first responders.

The battle of discouragement, stress and aniety begins in the arena of our mind and our thought
process.

No matter what we go through in lifeZlit’s but for a brief season. hstead let us focus on the fact that
we’re only pilgrims on this earthZour eternal home is in heaven. We remind ourselves that we do
have a choice of being victorious or defeated in every situation and in every season.

ItBlinteresting how Jesus phrased the command to “let not your hearts be troubled.” He didn t simply
ask his disciples to try and avoid being fearful or anxious. The fact that He tells them to avoid allowing
their hearts to be troubled is evidence that we have control over how we respondo the burdens of
life. How we respond to what we experience and the meaning we assign to the eventit will either
increase or decrease our anxiety levels. We do have a choice of what we feed our thought process.

When we say that God lifts us up from he earth, we are really saying that he takes us out of the
limited philosophies that are prevalent in the world. He lifts us out of our narrow seéfiocused
concerns and gives us a sense of his grandeur, his power, and his love. We also have a part in this
eBation of victory or defeat.

LEO’s know that in order to effectively Serve & Protect, we must always be on guard and actively
alert on how we process our thoughts during and after the event. Weften forget that the guarding
of our thought process is efially as important as the event itself. As believers in Christ we know that
the battle belongs to the Lord@ask the Holy Spirit to neutralize the negative thought process and
guide you to His wordthat will sustain you daily and lead you to all truth. Saint Paul, says “We take

&



captive every thought to make it obedient to Christ” (2 Corinthians 0: ). When our minds are
focused on Christwe experience His perfect Peace guarding our minds and heartlsaiah 283, states
“You will keep in perfect peace him whose mind is steadfast, because he trusts in you. Trust in the
LORD forever, for the LORD, the LORD, is the Rock eternal. He humbles those who dwell on high, he
lays the lofty city lowhe levelsit to the ground and casts it down to the dust”. Guarding of our minds
with biblical truth hidden in our hearts will block the lies that are trying to make their way into our
heart and mind.

I ve met gangsters who were
particularly vulnerable to this lie, literally risking it all so they could be seen with flashy cars, watches,
and clothes. 1 can easily becomeprideful of my family, my home, or anything which I allow to crowd

out my identity in Christ.

The second lie is 1 am what | do”. As a police officer, I ve been particularly vulnerable to this one.

hile it s a noble and Godly profession, I ve been guilty of wanting my work to look more glamorous
and e citing than it often is. I ve thrown myself headlong into postings and msvnts which offer a
certain  cool factor”, even at the e pense of my spiritual and family life. This is the path to a form of
workaholism, where we pretend we re martyring ourselves for  ustice when we re actually  ust feeding
our egos.

The third lieis 1 am what people say about me”. This is the outworking of peer pressure.  hen I fall
for this one, I m inclined to bend myself all out of shape trying to fit-imven in places | have no business




being. This can take the form of conforming to the

AR demands of the latest social media trend. It can cause us
I G5 to stay silent when we know we should speak up, leaving

AL us vulnerable to corruption. It can drive me to hide my
0 0 mistakes and shortcomings, even from those that love

and support me the most. It forms the root of shame,
which the evil one uses to keep us isolated and

paralyed.

If I let my identity be defined by these lies, | leave myself at the mercy of forces outside of my control

as | try to achieve unattainable and ever changing standards. Far better that | embrace my true identity
as a beloved child of God, born into royalty, seeking to store up treasures in hezn. I Il close in urging

The conte t of Scripture teaches that he was a

warrior who wholeheartedly (‘all in™) and faithfully

followed after God and encouraged those around him to do

the same. Like Christ, he came from ddah. And like Christ,

he was a lion of adah.

wholehearted, faithful man of God, begins in the book
of Numbers .

They
reported that the land was indeed fruitful, but its inhabitants were the mighty and fearful desdants of
Anak the Anakim - giants) Terrified by the siz and strength of the Canaanites, ten of the spies warned
Moses not to enter Canaan flumbers 3 3)

Bt two - Caleb and dshua- held fast. e the others turned out to be sheep, Caleb and dshua were
sheepdogs - warriors of God. They were, in fact, not unlikelsaiah in answering Gods call many years
later ("Here am I, send me" - Isaiah B Caleb and dshua both had a saving faith in the power and
ability of the God of Israel. ¥, the wicked and lawless in habitants of Canaan were a force to be
reckoned with, but God was on their side. Caleb and dshua believed God; they believed in His power
and His promises. Unlike their colleagues who whined and cowered in fear (nore sheep than sheepdog)
Caleb and dshua longed to GO - to get in the fight and be in alignment with Gods calling and will for
their lives. In short, they had a&Romans & “If God be for us, who can be against us” kind of faith
and eal for the things of God. And even after an incredibly gruding and frustrating wait of forty years
during which God continued to train them think of a police academy and field training that goes on for
four decades) they were still more than ready to get in the fight.

From the very beginning Caleb was an ""alih'* man of faith. Bause he believed and trusted in God, he
did not die with the other spies. dshua would go on to replace Moses, leading the people into the
Promised Land. Caleb supported him, acting very much as dshuas Lieutenant.

Finally, once estalished in the land God has promised them, and now Byears *‘young™, Caleb
approached dshua about his piece of the promised land that he had spied out so many years before a
mountain. két we call in Colorado the "*high country' &lthough some have a different take on that
term- lol)

His oints and muscles and bones all radiated God s glory,
for he was still as strong as the day he spied out that land originally. He could and did take on the "*bad
guys" without failing.

Caleb s strength was astounding. It wasstrength that remained, a strength that grew. @es this not
remind us of the inward strength we long to feel increase within us®we not want to be 8ears old
with an internal power that is more than we had in our youthhough the outward man perishid am
very much feeling my age) the Spirit can make the inner man renewed day by day. Again, my prayer is
that God will empower us to *"serve and protect™ éven if wele moved on to retirement)ust as He did
for Caleb, until He comes to take us home beaven, for those who know Christ as Lord and Savior)

Caleb wanted the
mountain, but more so, Caleb wanted God. He wholly followed God. He loved His Lord. And so should

we.



Caleb s love was astounding and paints a picture of Christ s astounding love for us. It was and i8 a loy
and devotion rarely found. Hebron means association” or  league”; may we crave an association with
God as Caleb did. Let us be in league with Him. Let us become a people whose hearts are captured by
the mountain. Mount Calvary opened up Mount Hebron tas. The blood made way for friendship with
God.

Caleb was an outrageous, ""all in"* warrior g§heepdog, police officer)man of God, and a far cry from the
norms of his day.
